Hello Elite 300 Campers, 

This is our eighth summer of Elite 300 and we can't wait to see you at camp in a 

few days! We are looking forward to making this an amazing camp experience for 

you. Not only will you learn from, and be seen by, some of the best collegiate 

coaches in the game today, you'll have an opportunity to meet, and play with, 

some of the best high school juniors and seniors from across the country!  We 

are looking forward to another great camp! Below is important updated 

information that you will want to PRINT and save for your records. PLEASE PASS 

this information along to your parents. 

TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS: 

If you are FLYING into Baltimore, we ask that you fly into BWI airport on 

Tuesday before 10am (the earlier the better). We ask that you make your 

departing flight on Thursday after 3pm. This will allow plenty of time for camp 

check-in and checkout. We know that several flights may be arriving and/or 

departing close to those times and that is ok to schedule those flights. We will 

provide transportation to and from the BWI airport and the Baltimore Penn 

Station (train) at no additional cost. We have a number of players coming in 

from Colorado the night before camp starts, we ask that if you need a hotel for 

that evening, that you stay at the Four Points Sheraton at BWI hotel. Phone 

410-859-3300 for reservations. We will provide transportation to and from camp 

from the hotel.

For those players taking the train, you must come to Penn Station in Baltimore 

(1-800-872-7245 for reservations) or www.amtrack.com and follow the above 

arrival and departure times. 

For those campers that NEED transportation from either the airport or the train 

station, YOU MUST email Heather at elite300lacrosse@yahoo.com, once you have 

confirmed your travel arrangements so that we can provide transportation for 

you. Thank you to those campers that have already done so!

A camp shuttle (at no charge) will be running every half hour from the airport. 

If your flight is delayed and you are late getting in to Baltimore, we ask that 

you please wait and catch the next shuttle to camp. All campers are to meet at 

the Southwest Airlines Baggage Claim area to get onto the shuttle. An Elite 300 

Staff member will be at that area the entire morning if you need assistance. 

This shuttle will also take you from camp to the airport for your departing 

flights. 

Campers and Parents staying at the Sheraton BWI Hotel, please meet in the lobby 

at 9am on the 5th to be taken to camp registration at Loyola. Please call 

Heather once you arrive on the 4th to confirm your arrival. (410.456.5417) 

For local campers that will be driving together with other campers each day, 

(NOT OVERNIGHT CAMPERS) it is very important that you make these arrangements 

previous to coming to camp. It is important that you let us know who will be 

arriving and leaving together so that you are on the same time schedule. You 

must email us at elite300lacrosse@yahoo.com with this information before June 24th. 

There are no guarantees for this, we will do the best that we can to accommodate 

these campers, and put carpoolers on the same time schedule.

For those campers that have paid their initial deposit by check of $150 we ask 

that you mail your balance due to Elite 300, 671 Kirkcaldy Way, Abingdon, MD 

21009 by June 20th, 2005*. For overnight campers that sent in the deposit only, 

your remaining balance is $345. For day campers your remaining balance is $245. 

*If you have NOT mailed us your balance due you must do so a.s.a.p. or we are 

unable to hold your spot in camp.

CAMP REGISTRATION: Tuesday, July 5th from 8am to 10am at Gardens Garage in Avila 

at Loyola College. Camp will begin promptly at 10:30am. Camp will conclude on 

Thursday, July 7th at 1pm. See Directions to Registration BELOW. 

NOTE: Because of field renovations during the summer of 2005, the Elite 300 camp 

will be utilizing three full-field grass playing fields (part of the University 

of Baltimore) located less than 1.5 miles from Loyola College. This will allow 

college coaches the ability to view all three fields at the same time. The Elite 

300 camp provides a transportation service that will pick the campers up from 

the dorms and drop them off at the dorms for each camp session. All DAY campers 

and commuters are able to meet directly at the playing fields. We will have camp 

staff at the location ½ hour before campers arrive and depart. Plenty of parking 

at the fields.

OVERNIGHT CAMPERS: please remember to bring the following to camp: pillow, 

sheets & blanket, towels & washcloth, turf shoes, cleats, sun block, a hat, 

toiletries, rain gear, sweatshirt, mouth guard, lacrosse stick, alarm clock, 

allergy/asthma/medications if needed, spending money for camp store/snacks. The 

rooms at Loyola are air-conditioned, fans are not necessary. ***Medical forms 

are not required since all players receive physicals at the start of their 

lacrosse seasons. There is no deposit required for dorm keys. However, if lost 

there will be a $100 key charge.

DAY CAMPERS: please remember to bring LUNCH with you. The camp will provide you 

with dinner each night. You may choose to drive directly to the playing fields 

once you have registered and received your schedule for camp, or you may leave 

your car at Loyola and use the bus service provided for all campers. 

PARENTS: Please check with your daughter regarding her specific camp schedule. 

We invite you to watch the afternoon and evening scrimmages and to attend the 

ELITE 300 ALL-STAR game on Thursday afternoon at the conclusion of camp. 

PARENTS TRAVELING-RECOMMENDED HOTELS in the Baltimore area: Sheraton Baltimore 

North: 410-321-7400 (Towson), Inn at the Colonnade: 410-235-5400 (located 1 mile 

from Loyola), Sheraton Inner Harbor: 410-962-8300 (Baltimore). If you are coming 

to Baltimore the evening of July 4th, the Baltimore Inner Harbor has an amazing 

fireworks display! (Pratt Street)

DIRECTIONS to LOYOLA COLLEGE/REGISTRATION:From 695 Baltimore Beltway....Take the 

Charles Street Exit (exit 25 off of 695 Baltimore Beltway) and proceed SOUTH for 

approximately seven miles. Make a right onto COLD SPRING LANE. Stay on Cold 

Spring Lane for about 2-3 blocks and make a right into the entrance of Newman 

Towers. Follow the driveway around to registration. Look for the Elite 300 

Signs.

DIRECTIONS TO LOYOLA/REGISTRATION: From I-83....Take the Cold Spring Lane Exit 

(East) and proceed through 5 traffic lights. After the fifth traffic light you 

will see a Royal Farm stores on your left and then Newman Towers (a high-rise 

building). Take a left into the driveway and follow around to registration. Look 

for the Elite 300 Signs.
